Wise vs Foolish Virgins   
     As I look around and watch what is happening 
in our world, I get the feeling that the people “of 
the world” seem to think they’re going to live 
forever! It seems that life is about the “all mighty 
dollar!” Getting ahead in life (whatever that means) 
and making sure that one day they can sit on 
their dock, back porch, or yacht...“kick back” and 
feel good about all they have accomplished in 
life...without any feelings about a relationship 
with our Lord! 

     Let’s look at a story in the Bible that tells of 
this in a similar way. In Matthew 25:1-13 Jesus 
tells a parable about ten virgins. This group of 
ladies are waiting for the bridegroom to show up, 
but he was delayed and they all become drowsy 
and fall asleep. Verses 6-9: “At midnight they 
were aroused by the shout, ‘Look, the bride-
groom is coming!
